Criteria for Award

This scholarship is awarded based on the criteria below:

Involvement in Community Service

Positive contribution to the current school community in a variety of ways

Financial circumstances may also be taken into consideration

+ Details of two referees, which may include the current school Principal, teachers, coaches or mentors
