This scholarship is awarded based on the criteria below:

+ Consistent performance and involvement in at least
one Technology subject

+ Ademonstrated ability in the chosen technology

+ Positive contribution within the student’s current
school and/or wider community

+ Outstanding personal qualities

+ Financial circumstances may also be taken into
consideration

+ The student will not be in receipt of any other
financial support from Concordia College

Shortlisted applicants may be required to attend an
interview with the Head of College, Principal or
School Leader.

To be considered for a scholarship, please ensure the
following documents are supplied as part of the online
application process:

(if schooling completed outside of Concordia College)
+ Awritten statement of no more than 200 words which
outlines the student’s achievements in technology and
how this scholarship to study a Technology subject will
assist in their future career goals
+ Supporting evidence of interest, ability, involvement
and achievement in Technology subjects, which may
include:
« Copies of technology awards or certificates of
achievement
« Photographs or samples of work / technology
projects completed, either at school or home
+ Details of two referees, which may include the current
school Principal, teachers, coaches or mentors
