Scholarships will be reviewed annually and
are dependent on satisfactory progress reports,
conduct and commitment to the co-curricular
music program.

+ perform technical work

+ undertake sight reading and aural tests

+ present foraninterview

Students will be required to provide their own accompanist.

Concordia College during school hours on 12 and 13 February.
